The challenge now is 1o establish the Mission officially as an organisation within Thailand, which
is of course a Buddhist nation. There is an element of urgency here as this needs to happen
before the end of 2007, or the mission will not be able to operate. Time is now ticking away...

John Middlewood has been working with Advent Christian World Outreach in USA to compile the
necessary paperwork to submit to the Thai Government, and this is all but ready o go. Along
with the paperwork, however, there needs to be a deposit of NZ$3,850. Of course the Thai
Mission have no funds apart from what is provided through God’s people...
